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Parkmore Begins Building Condo Community in Brooklyn
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JANUARY 02, 2007 -- New York -- Parkmore Development, a Long Island-based firm, is building Mill Harbor Waterview Residences, said to be the first gated condominium community in Brooklyn, New York. It is scheduled for completion in the summer of 2007.

The nine-building complex will feature 208 one-, two- and three-bedroom condos ranging from 763 to 1,917 square feet. Prices range from about $400,000 to more than $700,000.

Units will include solid oak flooring, porcelain-tiled kitchen flooring, balconies, optional washers and dryers, security systems, central heating and cooling, instantaneous water heaters and pre-wiring for high-speed Internet, phone and cable. Buyers will be able to customize their condos by choosing from three styles of kitchen cabinetry and granite countertops. They’ll also have the choice of black, white or bisque GE appliances. Residents can upgrade to full granite backsplashes and stainless steel GE appliances.

Mill Harbor Waterview Residences will also include a 1,500-sq.-ft. pool, 3,000-sq.-ft. patio, Jacuzzi and 4,000-sq.-ft. clubhouse with 16-ft. ceilings and 360-degree windows, along with a fireplace, card room, library, fitness center, locker rooms, sauna, billiards room and event room with kitchen.

The community will be located near a shopping center with retail and restaurants, including Macy’s, Godiva Chocolatier, H&M, Banana Republic and Cineplex Odeon Movie Theater. It is also in close proximity to Emmons Avenue restaurants and shops in Sheepshead Bay, Gateway National Recreation Area, the Belt Parkway and Flatbush Avenue. MTA bus stops are near Mill Harbor, providing area residents with transportation to Manhattan within 45 minutes.
