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Clubhouse Features Heated Pool, Billiards Room,
Fireplace, Other ‘Resort-Like Amenities’

BERGEN BEACH — Nestled among quiet streets? A gated waterfront community? Could that really be a description of a new Brooklyn developent? 

It appears it is. Called the Mill Harbor Waterview Residences, the brand new development of garden-style condominiums is in Bergen Beach along the waterfront near Mill Basin. 
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A project of Long Island-based developer Parkmore Development LLC, a multi-generational family real estate development company headed by brothers Sean, Brian and Eamon Lavin, Mill Harbor was designed by Felix Tambasco of Sears Tambasco Architects, a Brooklyn-based firm. 

Phase I is near completion, with occupancy projected for summer 2007. Phase 2 and 3 are expected to be ready for occupancy by spring 2008. 

Ultimately, there will be 208 residences in a nine-building garden-style community, a mix of one-, two- and three-bedroom condos ranging in size from 763 to 1,917 square feet, including duplexes. 

Sales kicked off this month at the site, whose address is 1980 Bergen Ave. at Royce Street. 

According to Gregory Korchmar of Korr Realty, who will be handling sales, prices range from approximately $400,000 to more than $700,000. 

The centerpiece of the development will be the 4,000-square-foot Mill Harbor Clubhouse, a high-ceilinged (16-foot) center with 360-degree windows and “resort-like amenities,” like a fireplace, a card room, library, state-of-the-art fitness center, locker rooms, European-style sauna, billiards room and an event room with a full-sized kitchen, café tables and counter for food and beverage service. 

Just steps from the Clubhouse will be the 1,500-square-foot heated outdoor pool and eight-person Jacuzzi on a 3,000-square-foot landscaped patio area, an ideal space for sunbathing, community barbecues and resident get-togethers. 

The 208 units will feature solid oak flooring, private balconies, optional in-unit washers and dryers, security systems for building entry, central heating and cooling and pre-wiring for high-speed internet, phone and cable TV. 

Residents will be able to customize their spacious eat-in kitchens and bathrooms with “Build your Own” options including Jacuzzi bathtubs and separate shower stalls. 

The Lavin brothers believe the project is well situated to attract both Brooklyn and Manhattan buyers. Not only because it sits on the waterfront and has “resort-like amenities,” but it is close to a shopping center — with stores like Macy’s, H&M, Godiva Chocolatier, and Banana Republic plus a Cineplex Odeon Movie Theater — and the Emmons Avenue strip in Sheepshead Bay with its own selection of trendy shops and restaurants. 

The Gateway National Recreation Area and Floyd Bennett Field, which encompasses the Aviator Sports and Recreation Center, are also nearby offering outdoor and indoor sports activities for the entire family. 

Transportation is also not a problem.The development, which has ample parking spaces onsite, is close to the Belt Parkway and to bus stops where 45-minute express bus service to Manhattan, provided by the MTA Bus Company, is available. 

Parkmore Development LLC has developed and managed millions of square feet of commercial, residential and retail projects along the east coast, according to the Lavin brothers.
