Construction has begun on La Casa
del Sol, a 12-story, mixed-use develop-
ment at 3463-73 Third Avenue in The
Bronx, designed by Melezer/Mandl
Architects, PC., announces Marvin H.
Melezer, AIA, NCARB, a principal of
the preeminent architecture and devel-
opment firm.

The post-modern building will be distinguished by a multi-colored
masonry facade in three contrasting shades, Park Rose, Ironstone,
and Desert Sand, with a stone base and cast stone window eyebrows.
A setback at the seventh floor will reinforce the building’s contex-
tual massing. Another setback, located in the rear of the building
on the second floor, has been designed as a recreational roof terrace
for residents.

The development is divided into two condominiums. One includes
114 rental units available to families at or below 60 percent of the
Area Median Income; and a second includes 10,559 sq ft allocated
for retail space and a community center. Thirty-four units have been
set aside specifically for formerly homeless residents. In addition, the
project includes 60 on-site parking spaces that will be apportioned
between the residential and commercial units according to zoning
requirements associated with each use.

“Whether the purpose of a residential project is to provide affordable
or luxury housing, it must be well-designed,” points out Meltzer.

Renowned Architect Creates And
Brings Loft Renovation To New Heights

In the realm of loft renovation frenzy, a unique loft finds modern
design in one of Williamsburg’s original waterfront industrial build-
ings.
